Services

Library Catalogue

The Library’sonline catalogue includes details of all itemsin the
collections of the Gus Fraenkel Medical Library, the Central Library, the
Law Library, Sturt Library and the Universities Research Repository of
South Australia. Material from the Adelaide Theological Library, an
affiliated library with Flinders, is also found in the catalogue. The
library catalogue also offers additional services such asthe ability to
check your patron record and renew loans, and access to other South
Australian university library catalogues.

It provides the latest information
about Library services and how to access them.

The homepage provides links to electronic services to which the Library
has negotiated access for Flinders University staff and students and
Flinders Medical Centre staff, aswell as to freely available sites that
enhance the Library’s services.



Photocopying

Photocopiers are located adjacent to the Library entrance.
Transparencies are available.

Copiersoperate on a“swipe card” system using the plastic student/
staff photo ID card or re-usable Copy Cards. You can buy are-usable
Copy Card for $1 from a Copy Card machine.

Value can be added to the ID card from the copy card machine, or from
machinesin the Central, Law and Sturt libraries. The machine will
accept coins and notes from 20c to $100.

Lost or stolen cards should be reported to the Circulation Desk as soon
as possible.

Colour copying services are available from the Multi Media Unit in the
Central Library. Please enquire there for pricing details.

The attention of users of copying machinesis directed to the provisions
of the Copyright Act.

Printing

Printing is available from the various workstations for the same cost as
photocopying and wireless printing is available from laptops. A
network printer islocated in the Medical Library. Colour printing is
availablein the Central and Sturt libraries and currently costs 75 cents
per page. It is also available in the CAL unit.

Document Delivery

This service, which locates and obtains material not held by the Flinders
University Libraries, is available to staff and higher degree students.

Requests may be placed electronically from this web page after
registering. Most articles will be delivered electronically via email.

Internet and Email Workstations

The Gus Fraenkel Medical Library has workstations dedicated to
Internet access and email and word processing. These are provided as a
research and study resource for use by Flinders University staff and
students and require you to login with your Flinders University
Authentication Name (FAN). In the Library, Flinders Medical Centre
staff may access the Library’s databases and electronic journalsviathe
OPACS. If you need help, please ask at the Information Desk.



Electronic Databases

All Databases that the library subscribesto are listed on thelibrary’s
homepage at www.lib.flinders.edu.au/ resources/ databases/

Databases are listed by title, by subject and by provider (eg. OVID).
Relevant databases available from the library homepage include
MDConsult, Meditext, Medline, AustHealth, AusStats, Biological
Abstracts, Cochrane, Clinical Evidence, CINAHL and Psyclnfo. The
databases are available on campus and many are available remotely.
To access a database remotely you will need to login with the barcode
from your library card or use your FAN.

Please ask at the Information Desk about the suitability of these for
your field of research and for help with searching these resources.

Electronic Journals

The Library provides access to many full text electronic journals. These
are all accessible through the library catalogue at
http:/ / www.lib.flinders.edu.au/ go/ cat

They are also listed alphabetically by journal title and by subject on the
Library homepage at http:/ / www.lib.flinders.edu.au/ resources/ €j/ .
Many are available remotely; login with your library barcode or your
FAN.

Word Processing Facilities

Computers and laser printers are available for student use in the Gus
Fraenkel Medical Library. A scanner isalso available.

In addition, CAL unit iMac computers, and laser printers are available
for use by School of Medicine studentsin thelibrary.

Please see the CAL unit for help with theiMac computers.

Collaborative W orkstations

A collaborative workstation is a computer with alarge movable screen
placed on alarge work areathat will accommodate 2, 3 or more
students. The large screen allows group membersto easily see a
collaborative project. Thereis ample desk area for books and papers.
There are a number of these in the Medical Library. An increasing
amount of space is also being made available in the main body of the
Library for group work in general.



Quiet Study Rooms

Rooms have been set aside for the use of studentswho need to work
quietly while using Library material.

DVD/V ideo Players

Video and DVD viewing facilities are available at the back of the library.
Headphones may be borrowed from the Circulation desk if required.

Services for Users with Disabilities

Full details for all servicesto userswith disabilities are set out in a
separate brochure. Specialised equipment islocated in the Adaptive
Technologies Suite of the Central Library, on Level 1. All libraries have
access for wheelchair users and suitable toilet facilities are available.

Borrowing

Privileges and Procedures
A current student or staff card must be produced at the Circulation
Desk before an item may be borrowed.

Items may be borrowed from the Central Library, the Law Library, and
the Sturt Library under similar conditions. The Universities Research
Repository South Australia hasrestricted opening hours, but it is
possibleto haveitemsdelivered to the Gus Fraenkel Medical Library.
To request items from URRSA patrons can use the Holds and other
requests option in the Voyager catalogue.

Books

Undergraduates may borrow up to 15items at atime.
Postgraduates may borrow up to 25items at atime.
Staff may borrow up to 35itemsat atime.

Books that are not labelled otherwise may be borrowed for 4 weeks.
Some may be labelled 7 day. These loans may be renewed once.

Periodicals

Gus Fraenkel Medical Library periodicals are available for half hour
loan for photocopying in departments. However, if they are stamped
“Available for loan as a book” they are available for 4 week loan. Other
parts of the University Library lend journalsto staff and postgraduate
studentsfor 7 days. Please refer to their guides.

Demerit Points

The Library has a demerit points system to discourage the late return of
borrowed items. Any borrower who accrues 60 points will be
suspended from borrowing all library materials for 2 weeks, excluding
itemsin the Readings Collection.

Suspensions do not take effect during semester breaks.

Readingsitems 2 points per hour overdue
1Day Loans 5 points per day overdue

3 Day Loans 3 points per day overdue

7 Day Loans 2 points per day overdue

28 Day Loans 1 point per day overdue



Holds

Holds may be placed on 28 day and 7 day itemsthat have been
borrowed by other Library users. When a hold is placed using the
Voyager catalogue theitem is set aside as soon asit isreturned and an
email notification is sent to the person who placed the hold. The item
may then be collected from the Circulation Desk. A hold may be placed
from the Gus Fraenkel Medical Library on an item that is out on loan in
another branch of the Library. When it isreturned the item will be sent
to the Gus Fraenkel Medical Library for collection from the Circulation
Desk.

Renewals

Borrowers may extend the due date of items on loan either viathe
Voyager catalogue, in person at the Circulation Desk, or over the
telephone on 8204 5678. An item may be renewed twice, unless a hold
has been placed by another user. 7 Day loans can be renewed once.

Recalls

The Library may recall items from borrowers.

Reciprocal Borrowing Scheme
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A reciprocal borrowing scheme exists between the libraries of the three
universitiesin South Australia. Under this arrangement current
students and staff members are entitled to borrow from the other two
university libraries. Registration is not required; just take the books you
want to borrow to the Loans desk, together with your University ID
Card or library card.

Collections

Classification System

The Flinders University Library (except the Law Library) usesthe
Dewey Decimal System to classify its collections. More information is
available on thisin the Library. When searching for items on the
shelves, make sure that you have noted the full call number as shown
on the catalogue.

Book Collection

Books are shelved in Dewey order on the western side of the Gus
Fraenkel Medical Library.

Periodicals Collection

The periodicals collection is located on the eastern side of the Gus
Fraenkel Medical Library. Theseinclude journals, annual reports and
some government publications. The periodicals are arranged in Dewey
order.

The latest issue of each periodical is displayed immediately in front of
the Book Collection at the front of Shelf 1. Thisdisplay isarranged
alphabetically by title.

Reference Collection

The Reference Collection is located close to the front of the Book
Collection, on the verso of Shelf 1. Among the reference works housed
there are arange of dictionaries and directories. ltemsin this collection
are not available for loan.

Audio V isual Collection

Videos, CDs and DVDs and other items are shelved at the southern end
of thelibrary at the end of the book collection. They are located on
Shelves 18 and 19.

Readings Collection (including eReadings)

Previously known as the Reserve Collection, this collection, housed
behind the Circulation Desk, contains itemsthat arein heavy demand.
During opening hours they must be used in the Library, but they may
be taken out overnight within 2 hours of the library closing. Many
Readings items are available electronically. These items make up

Essential Readings (eReadings) and are accessible via the library
catalogue.

Thesis Collection

The Medical Library holds copies of PhD theses and many Masters and
Honours theses submitted by studentsin the School of Medicine. Many
are available for loan and are shelved with the booksin the Medical
Library. Some may not be borrowed and are held in the Thesis
Collection behind the Circulation counter. Other theses are held in
Special Collections at the Central Library. All theses are listed in the
library catalogue.

New Resources
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New resources added to the collection are displayed for one week on
display shelves adjacent to the Library entrance.



Other Flinders University Libraries

The Central Library

The Central Library islocated on the northern side of the plaza on the
main campus. Its broadly based collections are described in the Guideto
theCentral Library and on the Library’s Web page. It isthe
administrative centre of the Flinders University Library.

The Law Library

The Law Library isfound on Level 3, the top floor of the Central
Library. Law reports, legislation and legal books and periodicals are
shelved here.

The Law Library has specialist reference staff and its own Readings
Desk. A wide range of electronic legal information services are accessed
from the Law Library. Audio-visual facilities are provided.

The Sturt Library

The Sturt Library islocated on the Northern Campus. It can be reached
viathefootbridge from Car Park 13; the Library entranceison Level 3
of the West Wing. The collection focuses on the areas of nursing and
education. It includes audio-visual material and equipment and a
Teaching Resources Collection.

Universities ResearchRepository South Australia

An increasing number of the Library’s books and periodicals are
housed in the Universities Research Repository South Australia, shared
with the University of Adelaide and the University of South Australia.
It islocated next to Flinders Press near Car Park 9.

Direct loans can be made from URSSA, or thereis a service that will
send requested material to the Central, Sturt or Gus Fraenkel Medical
Library. Instructions on how to make an electronic request for this
service viathe Voyager Catalogue are available online via

A photocopier is provided at URRSA, but it does not use the system
operating elsewherein the Library. Copies are charged at 10c per sheet
and payment is made to the Attendant of the Store.
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Adelaide Theological Library
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The Adelaide Theological Library is affiliated with Flinders. Flinders
staff and students may borrow directly from thelibrary at Brooklyn
Park. The library’s holdings are listed on the catalogue. More
